The units offer high output levels, low current draw, automatic synchronisation and have effective ranges at 1kHz are 60m, 125m and 100m respectively. The AlertAlarm A Series are manufactured in high impact UL94 V0 flame-retardant ABS, sealed to IP66 for use in marine environments; the IP67 flameproof BEx unit is in marine grade copper free LM6 aluminium and is approved for use in Zone 1 and Zone 2 gas environments.
